-Brief description of activity (write what you did as a person or team and attach pictures)
-Strengths (what went so well that other people in future will not like to leave out in their plan)
-weaknesses (what are the things that could be improved upon in the future)
-Challenges (what was beyond your control [[given only all that you had on the spot]], and how did this impact your activity)
-Threats (What affected your activity and has not changed so that other people must deal with such in the future)
-Conclusion (A summary of the most important points/findings)
-Recommendations (What can be done to improve that kind of activity or situation in this or other communities)
-Funding (How much was spent in different aspects of your activity. Write this in table form)
